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Minor Subdivision – 24 Barnold Street – P 9, Lots 235
Attorney John Brunero represented the applicant, with Mr. Andrews of K Andrews Associates, the registered surveyor for the subdivision present.
Mr. Brunero indicated that this lot was part of an old plat of 20 foot wide lots on Barnold Street and the Town Assessors had merged all eight lots that made up Lot 235 for tax purposes.   

He continued that his client would like to remove the existing garage structure and split the lot into four platted lots each.  The existing house would have sufficient lot area of 9374 square feet and the other lot would have 9175 square feet in an R 7.5 zoning district.
The Town Planner indicated that he viewed this as a straight forward subdivision and that there was sufficient land area on each parcel to satisfy the zoning requirements.  Although the existing house did not meet the current front yard setback, it was existing and could not be changed.
The TRC members had no other comments on this proposal and recommended that the proposal move forward to the Planning Board for its review and action.
Minor Subdivision – Masterson Plat – 42 North Pleasant Street – P 1, Lot 140 & AP 104, Lot 24 (Coventry)
Richard Bzdyra, of Ocean State Planners, the registered surveyor for the applicant appeared on behalf of his client on this proposal.
Mr. Bzdyra indicated that his client wished to merge two existing parcels that bordered the West Warwick and Coventry line and re-subdivide the new combined parcel to create two lots; one containing the existing house and accessory structures; and the other a new buildable lot that would host a new single family structure that would be located as to lie entirely within West Warwick.
The Town Planner indicated that the WW Sewer Commission sent a memo indicating that sewer service was available for the new house to be fronting on Pierce Street.
Mr. Bzdyra indicated that although there was water on Pierce Street, the line was not large enough for Kent County to provide service, so he will be proposing a well for the domestic water supply.
OVER
The Town Engineer recommended that dry wells be installed on site to collect and disburse the roof drainage.

The TRC members had no other comments on this proposal and recommended that the proposal move forward to the Planning Board for its review and action.
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
