
TOWN OF WEST WARWICK, RHODE ISLAND
NOTICE OF PROPOSED PROPERTY TAX RATE CHANGE

	The Town of West Warwick proposes to increase its net tax levy to $62,876,357 in the 2016–2017 budget year; the net tax levy this year is $60,467,314. THIS IS A PROPOSED INCREASE OF 3.98%.
	
	The Town of West Warwick is currently conducting a revaluation of property, which is mandated by the State of Rhode Island. It is anticipated that there will be an overall increase in property values and when coupled with the increase in the proposed tax levy will result in a property tax rate of $25.86 (proposed property tax rate for single family, residential, and two family owner occupied homes) per $1,000 of assessed valuation for real estate, $37.27 (proposed property tax rate for two family non-owner occupied. 3, 4, 5 family homes and 6 or more units) per $1,000 of assessed valuation for real estate, $41.03 per $1,000 of assessed valuation for tangible personal property, and $31.54 per $1,000 of assessed valuation for commercial/industrial/mixed use property, as compared to the current property tax rate of $25.96 (property tax rate for single family, residential, and two family owner occupied homes) per $1,000 of assessed valuation for real estate, $37.27 (property tax rate for two family non-owner occupied. 3, 4, and 5 family homes) per $1,000 of assessed valuation for real estate, $37.10 (property tax rate for and 6 or more units) per $1,000 of assessed valuation for real estate $41.03, per $1,000 of assessed valuation for tangible personal property, and $31.54 per $1,000 of assessed valuation for commercial/industrial/mixed use property.
	
	The property tax levy for the 2016-2017 budget year also includes motor vehicles at an unchanged tax rate of $28.47 per $1,000 of assessed valuation in accordance with state law. Please note that the exemption amount remains unchanged at $1,000.00.
	
	A property tax rate of $25.87 (property tax rate for single family, residential, and two family owner occupied homes) for real estate, $37.27 (property tax rate for two family non-owner occupied. 3, 4, and 5 family homes and 6 or more units) for real estate, $41.03 for tangible personal property, and $31.54 for commercial/industrial/mixed use property would be needed in the coming budget year to raise the maximum levy authorized by section 44-5-2 of the general laws.
	
The Town of West Warwick budget will be considered at the Financial Town Meeting to be held at the West Warwick High School, Webster Knight Drive, West Warwick, Rhode Island on May 17th, 2016 at 7:00 PM prevailing time followed by an all day referendum on May 19th, 2016.

	The above property estimates have been computed in a manner approved by the Rhode Island Department of Revenue.
