 TECHNICAL REVIEW COMMITTEE MEETING

November 13, 2007

Application 2008-1 – 925 Providence Street – P 39, Lot 6

No one appeared for the petitioner.

The Town Planner indicated that he had met with the property owner and was aware as to why the request was before the ZBR.

Because of the shape of the lot and the position of the three unit structure on the lot, the proposed shed lied partially within the front yard even though the shed is proposed to be placed on the side of the primary structure.

The Building Official indicated that such was the case and he could not issue a permit without ZBR relief to the front yard encroachment, even though the shed will be set back 70 feet from the street line.
None of the TRC members had any concerns with this proposal as the lot shape and location of the primary structure creates the need for a variance to the front yard encroachment.
The TRC members agreed and recommended that the Town Planner issue a positive recommendation to the Zoning Board on behalf of the Planning Board.

Major Subdivision Master Plan – Barbers Farm – Wilson Street/Barbers Court – 
P 37, Lots 194 & 437
David D’Amico, of Casali & D’Amico Engineering, Inc represented the applicant.

He indicated that his client was proposing an eight home subdivision utilizing land off Wilson Street in an R-6 Zone.  Anew public road with cul-de-sac would be constructed connecting to Wilson Street.
The Town Planner indicated that he had reviewed the files and discovered that an administrative subdivision was incorrectly approved in the past and asked that the subdivision plan be modified to include Lot 194 which was subdivided to create Lot 437.   

Mr. D’Amico stated that the application packet could be adjusted to reflect that correction.  In fact, he indicated that the new proposal would result in a 10-lot subdivision which would include the eight new house lots, the lot with the existing house on it, and the lot containing all the wetlands and drainage area to the rear of the site. 
The Police Major indicated that he was aware of a drainage culvert off Wilson Street near the new entry to the site and asked if Mr. D’Amico was aware of its existence.  Mr. D’Amico indicated that he was aware if it and was including it in the drainage plan for the development.  
OVER
The Town Engineer noted that there were a few detention basins shown on the plan and asked where they would be draining to.  Mr. D’Amico stated that they would drain into the wetlands parcel created by the proposed subdivision.  The detention ponds, drainage system and wetlands parcel would be maintained and owned by the homeowners’ association created by the development.  The Town Engineer indicated that the Town would not want to be responsible for the land nor the drainage system maintenance.
The Town Engineer asked about the status of the utility easement shown on the plan that runs through the lot containing the existing house.   Mr. D’Amico stated that the easements will remain in place.   The Town Engineer indicated that the Town would like permanent easements for any Town-maintained or owned drainage lines that run through the property.
The Fire Chief indicated that he would review the site and determine whether an additional fire hydrant will be needed in the new road or not.   The Chief indicated that Kent County Water will require a looped system and a water model for the project.
Mr. D’Amico added that the existing house is currently on a septic system and will be connected to the sewer system as part of this project.

The Police Major requested a stop sign at the exit point of the new road onto Wilson Street.

There were no other comments from the TRC members.

The TRC members recommended that the corrected application move forward to the Planning Board for their Master Plan review and approval. 

Certificate of Appropriateness – Natick Design Control District – Greenhill Street – P 41, Lots 72 & 73
No one appeared for the petitioner.

The Town Planner indicated that he has reviewed the plan which was submitted as a lot merger and the construction of a 2400 SF metal building in an industrial part of Natick.  He added that there were no elevations or pictures of the structure as required by the Natick Design Control District.  He felt that the lot merger was appropriate and the industrial character of that location warrants the type of structure, but the Planning Board would need elevations and /or pictures of the structure itself to properly review the application.

There were no other comments on this proposal.

The TRC recommended that the application move forward to the Planning Board with the necessary elevations and/or pictures to determine the design adequacy of the proposed structure in the Natick District.
