 TECHNICAL REVIEW COMMITTEE MEETING

Certificate of Appropriateness – Natick Design Control District – 580 Providence  Street – P 36, Lot 99
Mr. Bigazzi, the owner of the property indicated that he is proposing an addition to an existing residential building.  The proposal is to add a 24’ x 27’ two-story addition to the rear of the existing single family house to create a two-family structure in the Natick Design Control District (DCD).  Two-family structures are allowed in the Natick DCD and he will be vinyl sidding the entire structure to make is all seem like a uniform structure.
The Town Planner indicated that he has reviewed the plan and feels the addition will be consistent with the architecture of the existing structure and the two-family use is allowed by the DCD section of the zoning ordinance.

The Town Engineer reminded Mr Bigazzi that the additional water runoff  needs to be collected by gutters and down spouts into a drywell system.

There were no other comments on this proposal.

The TRC recommended that the application move forward to the Planning Board with a positive recommendation by the TRC. 
Application 2007-15 – 25 Robinson Way – P 8, Lot 369
The TRC took no action as there was no one present to represent the applicant.

Application 2007-16 – Perry Street – P 2, Lots 526, 529, and 530

The applicant stated that he wishes to build a new two-family structure on the combined lots.  He has sufficient land area for a two-family and will have the necessary off street parking.  He is asking the ZBR for a special permit to build the duplex in an R-8 zone.
The Town Planner indicated that the Planning Board is aware of this project and has already approved a modified roadway improvement due to the slope and ledge within the existing unimproved right-of-way portion of Perry Street.  The new driveway will act as a turnaround for fire and municipal vehicles utilizing an access easement granted to the Town.
The Building Official expressed concern as to the slopes to the rear and side of the proposed building location but will review the construction plans when the building permit is applied for.
The TRC members had no other concerns related to this project.

The TRC recommends approval of the special permit and that the application move forward to the Planning Board for its review and recommendation.
Application 2007-17 – 35 Winthrop Street – P 7, Lot 23

Howard Cook, the owner of the property indicated that he was looking for relief from the rear yard requirement to allow him to add an outdoor deck to his house and a wood shed to store his winter fire wood. He indicated that the abutting property is Commercial/Industrial and should not be affected by his request.

The TRC members collectively felt that the abutting commercial/industrial use would not be impacted by the proposed structures and their closeness to the rear property line.  The Building Official and Town Planner viewed the structures as removable at any time and are not detrimental to the rear abutting property. 

The TRC recommended that the Town Planner provide a positive recommendation on behalf of the Planning Board to the Zoning Board. 

Minor Subdivision – 621 Wakefield Street – P 38, Lot 23 
A representative from Thalmann Engineering, the surveyor for the applicant indicated that the proposed subdivision utilizes an existing curb cut to provide access to the existing residence and the proposed dwelling via an easement along the newly created lot’s southern boundary.

He indicated that since Wakefield Street was a state road at this location, the State DOT was concerned about locating a new curb cut on the curve of Wakefield Street to serve the existing house for safety reasons and this easement proposal seemed a reasonable solution to address DOT’s concerns. 

The Town Engineer agreed and indicated that relocating the existing curb cut to the proposed location will provide a better sight line for roadway traffic and cars entering and exiting the proposed two residences.
The Town Planner stated that the Planning Board would require that the easement be described and recorded as part of the approval of the minor subdivision.

The TRC members recommended that the proposal move forward to the Planning Board. for its action.
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
