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Application 2007-11 – 1681 Quaker Lane (Rt. 2) – P 30, Lot 52
Attorney David Igliozzi is representing the applicant, Mr. Cardi, who was also present.
He indicated that his client, Cardi’s Furniture, was seeking both variances and a special permit from the ZBR for a second new freestanding sign at the front of Lot 52 along Quaker Lane.
The sign will be two-sided and each side will be 156 square feet in area (12’ x 13’).  The height of the sign will be 25 feet and the underside clearance will range from 8.5 feet to 12 feet. The sign faces will have an LED (light emitting diode) electronic message board that will exceed 25% of the sign face area.

The Acting Police Chief asked about the frequency of the change in messaging on the LED reader.   He has concerns about traffic being distracted by it.
Mr. Cardi suggested that the message may change every other day and not be operated as a frequent message changing unit.

The Building Official indicated that he would need the “shop drawings” to be submitted to his office upon approval by the ZBR, and the drawings have to be signed by a RI-certified structural engineer.

Attorney Igliozzi confirmed that his client will comply with that requirement and added that the sign structure only has one pier as there is a sewer in that area limiting the structural design of the sign.
Both the Acting Police Chief and the Fire Chief saw no problems with the proposed sign.

The Town Planner indicated that he thought the size and design of the sign was appropriate in scale and location for this type of business along Rt. 2.
There were no other comments on this proposal.

The TRC recommended that the Town Planner recommend approval on behalf of the Planning Board and allow the application to move forward to the ZBR for its review and appropriate action. 
Administrative Subdivision – 84 & 86 Phenix Avenue – P 2, Lots 395 & 404
Robin Emin, a surveyor with Ocean State Planners, Inc and Henry Andrade, owner of 84 Phenix Avenue were present to answer questions.
Mr. Andrade wishes to move the property line abutting 86 Phenix Avenue to add a 15’ strip of land to 86 Phenix Avenue to correct an encroachment onto his property. He has more than sufficient land for this adjustment.

The Building Official stated that this type of situation is allowed by Section 6.1.2 of the zoning ordinance and appears to be a simple administrative subdivision.
There were no other comments or concerns expressed.

The TRC members recommended that the Town Planner approve the administrative subdivision.

Administrative Subdivision – 42 & 44 -46 Curson Street – P 5, Lots 377 & 610

Robin Emin, a surveyor with Ocean State Planners, Inc and William Nicastro, owner of both properties were present to answer questions.

Mr. Emin indicated that there are two existing structures on Lot 377, a two-family and a five-family, and the vacant Lot 610 to the rear, fronting on Jodoin Street.

Mr. Nicastro wishes to merge the two lots and subdivide the new parcel to provide each existing residential structure with its own lot. 
The Building Official and Town Planner agreed that this was a classic administrative subdivision.

There were no other comments or concerns expressed.

The TRC members recommended that the Town Planner approve the administrative subdivision.
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
